He is a passionate teacher and has authored two outstanding 
Astronomy texts titled ‘What Are The Stars?’ and ‘Can Stars Find 
Peace?’ He is a Past President of the Astronomical Society of 
India, and a Past President of the Division on Space and High 
Energy Astrophysics of the International Astronomical Union. 

In his distinguished career he has worked at the University of Chicago, USA; the IBM 
Research Laboratory in Zurich, Switzerland; Chalmers University of Technology, Goteborg, 
Sweden; the Cavendish Laboratory, University of Cambridge, England and the Raman 
Research Institute, Bangalore.
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
